LONGTAIL BOAT TOUR

WAT PHO & RECLINING BUDDHA

thousand Buddha images.

GOLDEN MOUNTAIN WAT SAKET

Known as the “Golden Mountain” or ‘Phu Khao Thong’, is a low hill crowned with a gleaming
gold chedi. In the 58-metre chedi houses is a Buddha relic and to get to the top you need to
climb 300 steps. A fair climb but worth it for panoramic views of Bangkok!

LOHA PRASART

Also called the & ‘Metal Castle’, Loha Prasat is located in the grounds of Wat
Ratchanaddaram and was even submitted to UNESCO in 2005 to become a world heritage
site, highlighting the historical importance of the temple.

However this title hasn’t yet been given.

KHAO SAN ROAD MARKET

The last stop and finishing point on the day tour will be the Khao San markets.
Bustling with tourists and souvenirs, get your bartering skills ready!
